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The high number of youths being killed and other horrible situations, the police have
decided to do a random stop and search, mostly black youths.

Your Rights as a person who is stopped and searched:

e The officers searching you must use the Stop and Search powers fairly,
responsibly and with respect for people without discriminating

e [f English is not your first language, and you do not understand why you have
been stopped, reasonable steps must be taken to provide you with information in
your own language

e The officer must make sure that the search time is kept to a minimum

e The search must take place near where you are stopped, except in instances where
moving you would protect your privacy

* The officer does not have the power to stop you in order to find grounds for a
search

The police must provide:

* Their name and the station where they work (unless the search is in relation to
suspected terrorist activity or giving his or her name may place the officer in
danger. They must then give a warrant card or identification number)

Many people do not know their rights which means that police are able to take advantage
of that; by doing things that they are not allowed to do. such as hand cuffing a person for
looking suspicious when they haven’t done anything at all.

Some youths also feel the need to yell and curse which makes the police more suspicious
and want to arrest you.

The police say that they do random checks but they are mostly checking African Youths
with hoods or baggy clothing. Whether or not they have been doing something wrong.
This is also wrong of the police because they should not judge youths by appearance and
many youths admit the only reason why they wear it is so that outside they are not hassled
or cursed for not wearing it.
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Not enough Youth clubs for Black Youths to Stay off the
Streets in Some Areas and Boroughs

In some areas of England there are not enough youth clubs for young people mostly
because they close to early at the time most youths are getting ready to go out, or they can
not afford something’s and not very much money is spent on the youths, the building or
facilities.

In some places some youths can not go to a certain areas because they come from
different groups or gangs and to go to a different territory could cause trouble.

I think that all youth groups should have:

* Facilities that are replaced when broken

Opening and closing hours suitable for area

Each young person should be spent on £10 per year

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Youths not being taught enough or any accurate African

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My Suggestions

I suggest that the reason why Youths being Killed for no reason is because youths do
not have very much to do in some communities there should be :

* TFacilities that are replaced when broken

A way of contact Website or E-mail or Address or Telephone number

Opening and closing hours suitable for area

All young people should be spent £10 per year

All Youth centres should have more than five members of staff, three with the young
people at all times, one person should act as a sectary and answer calls, emails and
other messages, and the other person should in charge of supervising food and
hygiene

Police searching mostly Black youths for no reason is probably because there is so
much black on black crime in the African community and when African and Caribbean
youths walk around in hoodys and other popular clothing police see it more as a gang
uniform. I suggest that every person should have there rights with them at all times and
put them on posters leaflets and emails every where that youths will know what the police
can and can’t do to them.

Not enough Youth clubs for Black youths to stay off the streets in some areas and
boroughs should not be happening I suggest that there should be two youth clubs in each
borough each funded by the government, and young people help to organise it so that
other youths would like to come along.

Youths not being taught enough or any accurate African history at school is not
acceptable everyday we learn about Europeans but we never learn about where we’re
from.

How does the media deal with these people who are killed?
During the loss of Maddie the white reporters would help the parents by giving millions

amounts of money, but with African people they would not even bother writing an article
about. Many times the media start there head lines with Another youth killed or killed
at... but with white people they talk about it very differently by saying a tragic loss or
other words like that also when mentioning description white people are described by
anything but their skin colour black people are described by there skin and hair texture.

Why the media don’t report African children who are killed

The media is mostly run by white people who like to put their own race first; white
people have been doing this for a very long time they are probably thinking why should
they stop now this is all they know. When the media does report African children who has
been killed they like the story to be set in the projects with studio gangsters portraying
African youths as hustlers, pimps, gangsters and hoes.

Why are there youths being murdered?

Youths are murdered constantly, it has continued because not very much has been done,
the media don’t like to talk about it often, and there are not many sessions that teach
African children about this problem, or encourage African children to go.

Could it have to do with historical roots

I think that it has continued from during slavery with the House Slaves and Fields Slaves,
they disliked each other strongly the house slaves were closer to the Master which made
them feel more safe and they began to love the master as if he was apart of themselves. It
was also another way of how the master could divide the African community.

The image that is given to black youths by the media and by the police

When something bad keeps repeating itself in the African community like black on black
violence it judges and portrays the whole of the African community as if every African
person has killed or physically abused someone in their community. People such as:

50 cent, Snoop Dogg and other studio gangsters portray Africans as aggressive in it for
the money, or disrespect other Africans; this can make the police feel like if we do it to
our selves why can’t they do it to us. Which is not right at all.
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
