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WHY IS IT IMPORTANT TO PAY ATTENTION IN CLASS? 
Paying attention is listening and focusing on the person who is communicating with you.  All you have to do is make your eyes link to the person who is speaking and that will show you are paying attention (basically, put your brain in gear).  When I pay attention, I will often show it by folding my arms and making sure that I listen and watch the person who is talking to me.
