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It does matter what’s in the products we use because you could get certain chemicals in a product like lead which I know from experience, you’re not allowed to get into your body. Lead is particularly found in lipsticks. The danger of this is that women tend to lick their lips constantly and put on more lipstick back on as a daily routine. The danger is the tiny amounts of lead enter your body. When you first start using it that’s not the danger, the danger is that if you are  constantly using lipstick throughout a long period of time the lead starts to build up over the years so it starts to damage your brain.

Another common danger our children use these days are rubber toys. Rubber toys contain a substance called phthalates which is used to smoothen toys our children use such as rubber ducks. It was only recently that the EU were aware of the situation so they decided to ban phthalates for being used to smoothen rubber toys. However, in certain countries like China (the manufacturers of phthalates) and America phthalates are still being used to smoothen rubber toys. The danger of  this chemical is that it contributes to the reduction of testosterone in young male infants which also contribute to growth problems.

Our skin is a living organ so we must treat it with care and respect instead of covering it with huge amounts of make up. Putting harmful chemicals on your skin is not healthy. You should just stick to water as harmful chemicals could lead to skin cancer.

 My family and I are going to cut down on unnecessary products such as shampoo and aftershave in our household. Reason one: to cut down on our spending; reason two: to  make ourselves less likely to get ourselves affected by skin products. We are also going to switch from Vaseline to Camphor. The reason why we are doing this is because Vaseline contains a chemical called petroleum which can cause such things as anaemia, kidney degeneration and nerve damage to the brain and the spinal cord. Even more disturbing was that several animals died before the study ended! Are you shocked that people still use these chemicals on their bodies? 
We are going to check the chemicals in pour children’s toys and make sure that they are safe for them to play with. The things we are most likely to check out first is their bed sheets, bathing toys, playing toys and their clothes. We are also going to tell all the people we know to make them aware of this situation and to let them know that not all things are safe. It is us and our maturity who then make it safe.

All I suggest is mind what you put on your body because you never know what the outcome might be. I am going to take the matter further and start my own group on Facebook about chemical products. I am going to try to reach one thousand people and then I will write a report and send it to the BBC. I will then take the matter out of my hands. Hopefully people will be more aware of this situation and treat their body and skin with more care.
